	ASSET 1.04 Update - Upgrade from the version 1.03 [2003-10-14]

	Version 1.04 fixes the following identified bugs:

==============================

After completing the last question (17.1.9), pressing ‘Next’, and then returning to the question, it appears that the question has not been answered. Version 1.04 fixes this problem.

==============================

If you mark a topic area as having a policy, the questions within that topic area will have the policy box checked. If you then return to the Policy screen and uncheck a policy, version 1.03 would not initially display a change in the policy check box for the affected changes, even though the database captures the data correctly. Version 1.04 corrects this problem by displaying updates to policy correctly.

==============================

ASSET allows the user to add assessors and assign these assessors to each question. In certain circumstances when assessments are exported from System to Manager, version 1.03 may not keep the assessors that were originally assigned by the user, instead defaulting to the primary assessor of the original assessment. In version 1.03, the only way to ensure that assessor names are captured in each question, the names would have to be manually typed into the comments box. Version 1.04 fixes this discrepancy by ensuring that assessor names are correctly captured by ASSET. After you upgrade to version 1.04, you will need to ensure that your assessor names have been recorded by each question.

==============================

Although not readily apparent to users of version 1.03, ASSET allows users to insert multiple System Numbers for a specific System Name. When an original System Number is changed, ASSET adds that number to a system number table in the ASSET database. The number that will appear to the user (after saving, closing, and reopening the assessment) will be the one lowest in the ASCII character set. For instance, if the original system number was F001 and is changed to E001, then ASSET will display E001. If the modified system number is G001, then ASSET will display F001. Furthermore, is multiple system numbers have been entered, this will be apparent in the Load dialog box. Each assessment in the Load dialog box will correspond to a unique System Number – System Name combination. If there is one System Name, but four System Numbers have been added over time, then the Load dialog box will show four assessments, each with the same System Name.

Version 1.04 modifies ASSET so that only one System Number can be associated with a System Name. If you have created an assessment using v1.03 and suspect that you have multiple system numbers in the database, you should take the following steps after upgrading to v1.04. Open the assessment with multiple system numbers. Ensure that the System Number is changed to the correct System Number. Add a character(s) to the System Name (i.e. v2) and resave the assessment (this will replicate the assessment with the new System Name and Number). Use this new assessment with the updated name and number as your assessment.

==============================

v1.03 allowed the addition of blank names as Assessors. v1.04 requires that a name be entered as an Assessor.

==============================

The Assessment Objective field in v1.03 is limited to 255 characters. v1.04 changes this field so that the limit is essentially unlimited.

==============================

The System Summary report would display incorrect assessor information. This is fixed in v1.04.

==============================

The progress bar and progress indication was removed in v1.04 due to continuing problems in correctly calculating progress in v1.03.

==============================

Inserting hard paragraph marks in v1.03 text fields would cause improper formatting in the reports that were exported to a spreadsheet in a tab-delimited file. The character string ‘<>’ replaces the paragraph marks in v1.04 tab-delimited files so that exported reports format correctly. Users will have to replace ‘<>’ with the character string of their choice after exporting the data to a spreadsheet application.

==============================

ASSET v2 will allow the use of certain special characters which are prohibited in all versions up to v1.03. To accomplish this change in v2, the XML export file had to be modified. v1.04 has been modified so that it can import v2 XML files. Special characters will still be prohibited in v1.03.

==============================

ASSET – Manager v1.03 did not allow more than one assessment to be deleted at any single delete process. In v1.04, any number of assessments can be deleted at any single delete process.

==============================

The changes from version 1.03 to version 1.04 will not change the results of the data in any existing assessments. It simply changes the way ASSET behaves.

To upgrade from the installed ASSET version 1.03 to 1.04, download the respective upgrade file for either ASSET-System <file name/link> or ASSET-Manager <file name/link>, extract the readme.txt file, and follow the instructions to update ASSET.

To perform a clean installation of ASSET version 1.04, download the installation file of ASSET v1.04, extract the files to your desktop, and double-click on setup.exe located in the installation folder.
